Catholics in England and Wales to fulfil this most important Church precept, that of the Sunday 

Obligation, by the First Sunday in Advent 2021. In the meantime, all Catholics are asked to do their 

best to participate in the celebration of the weekly Sunday Mass and to reflect deeply on the 

centrality of Sunday worship in the life of the Church.”
